SCOPE. (i.e. Construct .5 miles of 10 foot wide asphalt shared-use pathway along the north
and south side of Tangerine Road, between First and La Canada in Oro Valley Arizona.
Landscaping is proposed on the north side, and street furniture at three resting nodes along
the south side within the project area.)

The Crossroads is where State Route Highways 82 & 83 intersect in Sonoita.

Sonoita has no sidewalks. Pedestrian travel is difficult. Children waiting for school
buses are at risk from traffic, as are bicyclists.

Two projects currently planned will increase traffic and decrease safety: (1) the
expansion of the Border Patrol facility west of the Crossroads on SR 82; and (2) the Rosemont
Copper Mine located on SR 83 half way between | 10 and Sonoita.

Los Paseos is a non-vehicular, shared-use path for traveling in any direction from or
toward the Crossroads. It includes sheltered school bus stops and is accessible to those with
disabilities. 10 feet wide and 4915 linear feet, Los Paseos is constructed of native-colored
concrete with a landscaping buffer of indigenous, drought resistant plants, trees, shrubs,
wildflowers and grasses. (See Atrtistic Rendering of Landscaping in Appendix)

The Paseos:
e Provide a safe, shared-use pathway that is accessible to those with disabilities and
includes waiting places for children who ride school busses;
e Link businesses, restaurants, churches, community meeting places and the post office;
e Improve the landscaping aesthetics of Sonoita at the Crossroads;
e Connect to the proposed “Rails to Trails” pathway linking Sonoita and Patagonia and the
proposed site of a community park/exercise facility.

Los Paseos is located in the unincorporated community of Sonoita, Arizona
approximately 50 miles south of Tucson. (See Site Plans #1 and #2 in Appendix)

e Paseo One of the four-section Los Paseos begins at the location of the proposed
community park (#2) and continues to the crossroads of SR82 and SR83. It then
continues east along SR82 and terminates in front of the Sonoita Café (#19).

e Paseo Two begins across SR83 from Paseo One at a local church (#4 and #5)
and the location of one of the four (4) school bus stops. It continues to the Post
Office and terminates at the Crossroads, at one of the pedestrian rest areas.

e Paseo Three begins on the West side of SR 83 just south of the existing Mini-
mart in front of the Santa Cruz Fairgrounds. It continues south and terminates at
another of the School Bus Stops. This is the connection point for the future “Rails
to Trails” project.

e Paseo Four begins on the South East side of the Crossroads immediately South
of the Mercantile Store and Steak Out Restaurant. This Paseo continues south
and terminates immediately across from the termination point of Paseo three.

The project will involve grading and laying the
surface material along the length and width of the Paseos, installing the bus stop shelters
and benches, and doing the landscaping and plantings in the designated areas.

The
Rotary Club, with assistance from other community groups will oversee landscaping
maintenance, pruning and watering needs.

Sonoita is located at the intersection and approximate mid-point of the Patagonia-
Sonoita Scenic Road as designated by the Arizona Department of Transportation on
September 20, 1985. The SR 83 portion of the scenic road starts at milepost 58 at | 10,
proceeds 24 miles south to Sonoita where SR 83 then intersects with SR 82 (the
Crossroads), and then proceeds southwest on SR 82 to milepost 4.5 outside of Nogales.

Tens of thousands of visitors travel to or through Sonoita every year. Driving from any
direction toward Sonoita offers gorgeous views and vistas. After the drive, arriving at the
Crossroads is a huge disappointment.

Los Paseos provides the landscaping to create a first impression that complements
the spectacular views experienced on the scenic highway route. The pedestrian friendly
Paseos will encourage travelers to explore Sonoita rather than just drive through. Most
importantly, the Paseos will provide consistent SAFE access for community residents, and
the thousands of people who attend the four major events held annually at the Santa Cruz
County Fairgrounds. Los Paseos gives those visitors safe access to Sonoita shops and
restaurants without needing to drive in an already congested situation (See photos in
Appendix).

Describe how the community was or will be involved in this project. Please include the
following: Community involvement in the planning, scoping process, design process, or
implementation.

Los Paseos originated with the Rotary Club and continues to be spearheaded by them.

Los Paseos has been approved by the County Board of Supervisors and is wholeheartedly
endorsed by all other community groups in Sonoita:

e Patagonia-Sonoita Rotary Club;

e Chamber of Commerce;

e Sonoita Crossroads Community Forum;

e Friends of Scenic Highway 82;

e Scenic Highways 82/83 Development and Construction Review Committee; and
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e Elgin Elementary School District and Governing Board.

With the new inclusion of the bus stop component of the project, the Elgin Elementary
School district and Governing Board also fully supports the project. (See attached support
letters.)

These groups share a common concern: Sonoita needs to be made safer for all users,
especially children, and it needs to be made more aesthetically appealing. The funding of this
proposal will accomplish both objectives.

18.Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation
infrastructure of the community, region and/or state. Describe how this project will benefit
the community and improve existing conditions. Why should this project be funded?
(Answer all three parts in detail).

A. Relation to Transportation infrastructure:

The only transportation infrastructure at the Crossroads is two state highways which
become congested during fairground event weekends. Each day of an event draws
approximately 8000 visitors (see photos). There are no sidewalks. Pedestrians must walk on
the highway. Bicyclists have no shoulder to ride on.

The Rotary Club’s traffic count from 11:00 am to 1:00 pm during one of the Fairground
horse race events was: 1197 cars/pickup, 19 semi’s, 232 motorcycles and 4 busses.

Los Paseos expands the transportation infrastructure to include pedestrians and
cyclists. It channels drivers to where parking is appropriate.

B. Benefit Community/Improve Existing Conditions:

e Expands the transportation infrastructure to include pedestrians and cyclists

e Channels drivers where parking is appropriate

e Provides safe school bus waiting areas for school children

C. Why Fund Project:

e Sonoita, an unincorporated community of 2700 people, does not have a tax base to
fund the project

¢ Community organizations cannot raise the amount of money needed for Las Paseos.

e Los Paseos complements already funded beautification projects (a grant from the
Arizona Office of Tourism for signage). Gathering Strays, the first of these signs, is
already installed.

e It makes pedestrian, cyclist travel possible and waiting for school busses safe

e This is an opportunity for Sonoita to obtain funding to create Las Paseos, and to protect
what Governor Napolitano has described as a crown jewel of Arizona, “the Mountain
Empire.”

Notice the wide, un-landscaped area where pedestrians are currently forced to walk. Because walking or
cycling is not well provided for in Sonoita, many people simply drive short distancesinstead. Driving on
the easement destroys the natural vegetation and aesthetics of the Crossroads and Sonoita ... inconsistent
with the beauty of Scenic Highway 82 and 83.
