us 191 High Street Intersection Improvement Sun Sites H6509 ARRA

Award was made to CKC Construction and Materials for pavement widening to construct a
southbound right turn lane and northbound left turn lane into High Street. The clearing and
preliminary work is underway. Completion 2009.

US 191 Black Hills Back Country Byway H6432 ARRA

CKC Construction and Materials is just starting on US 191 improvements including providing right
and left turning lanes. Completion 2009.

SR 80 Fence Replacement Double Adobe to Douglas H7811 ARRA

I-10 Pavement Surface Treatment Micro Seal H77827 ARRA

WB I-10 in West of Willcox will be overlain with a Microseal Bituminous layer for pavement preservation
until a mill and overlay will be accomplished in then next few years. Southwest Slurry Seal was the
apparent low bidder.

SR 78 Mule Creek Highway Chip Seal H6579 Threeway to FS de.

SR 78 in Greenlee County will be Chip Sealed for pavement preservation. Grady’s Quality Excavating was
the apparent low bidder.

Us 70 / 8th Ave. Intersection H6808 ARRA

This Minor Pavement preservation Project will repair damaged pavement, resurface and restripe
intersection.

Projects Under Design

Safford Peterson Wash SH277

This Graham County project utilizing $1.3 million in HES safety funds will extend the inlet and
outlet of a 6 cell concrete box culvert passing under the Safford - Bryce Road North of Safford to
allow for roadway widening to accommodate the addition of a right and left turn lane at the
Landfill Rd. Intersection.

US 70 Slope Improvement Pima to Thatcher H6749
This project flattens foreslopes that were too steep for the location. Plans are complete. Project is
awaiting funding.
SR 78 Jake’s Corner Realignment H6669

This project flattens an horizontal curve in the Apache-Sitgreaves National Forest 15 miles East of
Clifton. Improvements in sight distance and roadway safety will result. A significant Pre-
Columbian archeological find delayed this project for a year Completion of the Right of Way
certification is pending.

Safford Sidewalks Project H5744 ARRA

Final Design is being processed for this 1.2 mile enhancement project to install a sidewalk along the
west side of US 191 from the Discovery Park to Relation Street. Construction should begin in 2009.

I-10 E Bowie to San Simon Pavement Rehab H7674

I-10 EB and WB Lanes, in Cochise County. The work consists of milling existing pavement and
replacing with Asphaltic Concrete and AR-ACFC.

I-10 San Simon to State Line Pavement Rehab H7795

I-10 EBand WB Lanes, in Cochise County. The work consists of milling existing pavement and
replacing with Asphaltic Concrete and AR-ACFC.

Us 191 San Francisco River Bridge H6708

A slab deck bridge is being designed for this location in Central Clifton. Design is 60 percent
complete. Construction is expected in 2010.

York Valley Shared Use Pathway H6060

This 1.5 mile long enhancement funded shared use pathway will be constructed along the north
side of SR 75 in York Valley, about 13 miles Southeast of Clifton. This project is phase I of a two
phase project to provide safe pedestrian and bicycling facilites.

Sandra Day O’Connor Pathway, Duncan H7237

This enhancement funded pathway will be constructed along the south side of US 70 in the Town
of Duncan , about 45 miles East of Safford. This project is in the Design Phase.

I-10/SR 90 TI Project H6504

With a recent price tag of $45 million dollars this project will reconstruct the existing traffic
interchange and realign over a mile of a high accident rate segment of I-10. Wider ramps, a
westbound climbing lane and 3 lane wide overpass bridges on I-10 will be built ROW acquisition is
being completed and 90% plans are being reviewed. Projected completion for this 18 month
project is Spring of 2011

SR 80 East Of Douglas Pavement Preservation H6580

This $6.3 million dollar major pavement preservation project will remove and replace 3 inches of
asphalt along a 10 mile segment of SR 80 beginning near the Douglas City Limits and extending east
towards the NM state line. The project is in the unknown stage. Was delayed then tentatively
reinstated, stay tuned.
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Projects Under Design

SR 82 San Pedro River Bridge H7497

This is a scour mitigation improvement. The foundation elements will be protected using a
concrete apron. This project is in the design stage. The project is scheduled for 2009
advertisement.

SR 90 San Pedro River Bridge H6005

This is a bridge replacement project where the existing bridge will be demolished and a new
structure will be constructed in its place. This project is a fast track and is in the scoping stage.

SR 92 MP 324—KachinaTrail H7167 01C

This Highway Safety Project is slated to construct medians and improve traffic safety. An
extension of existing median to the south will reduce left turning movements and conflicts.
Design is just beginning.

Recently Completed Projects

SR 90 MLK— SR 90/92 ARAC-FC

This 3/8ths mile Minor Pavement Preservation Project will remove and replace 1/2” of asphalt
along SR 90, one of the arterials in Sierra Vista. Project was completed in May.

Uus 191 Guthrie Bridge Project Greenlee County

Final Walk through for the vegetation and erosion control items was performed on August 3,
2009. The bridge replacement is SE of Clifton and 3 miles of US 191is complete.
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Projects Under Study

us 70 Bylas Gila River Bridge H6910

This $20 million bridge project will replace the existing bridge with a concrete girder bridge 44’ to
the east of the existing bridge. The DCR has been completed and plans are being prepared. Funds
to construct the bridge are available but funding for the approaches and intersection improvements

at the US 70/Calva Rd. Intersection has not been secured. If funded construction can begin as soon
as 2011.

US 191 SR 266 to US 70 in Safford H6954

This study is about providing capacity improvements which will include a four-lane divided
highway approaching Safford and an urban five lane section in the Safford Area to US 70. There will
be substantial intersection improvements.
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
