Restaurants, library, churches, schools and the
public swimming pool are among some of the services that will be
accessed by utilizing the sidewalk.

e« The West end is in need of a safe route to access these services and
businesses.

e At present, pedestrians and bicyclist must walk in the roadway. There is
no accessibility for anyone who is disabled to walk or wheelchair from
the west end of town to services.
