 The Woodcutter’s Wash crosses Buffalo Soldier Trail within the project limits.  The 
proposed pathway will cross the wash via an existing box culvert.  Local drainage 
along Buffalo Soldier Trail must be accommodated, but is minor in nature.  There 
are no impacts to any Water of the U.S.

 The proposed completion time is 3 years or less.

The proposed project is a shared-use pathway along the east side of Buffalo Solider 
Trail between 7th Street and Golf Links Road, in the City of Sierra Vista.  The shared-use 
pathway will be 10 feet wide, 4800 feet long, and constructed of asphalt.  Landscape 
enhancements will also be included as part of this project.  Construction of this 
pathway will provide a safe, grade separated, corridor for pedestrians, cyclists, and the 
disabled traveling along Buffalo Solider Trail.  This section of pathway will continue the 
existing pathway awarded in Round 8.  Once the project is completed, people from the 
community will have a safe alternative access route to Tompkins Park and to the 
riparian areas along Woodcutter’s Wash.

The public has had numerous occasions to offer input into the planning of the City’s 
shared-use pathway system during the development of the City’s General Plan, Vista 
2020.  Additionally, the City Council recently placed this segment of the shared-use 
pathway system on the City’s Strategic Plan “Our Future Vistas.”  In April 2008, the 
City adopted the Parks and Recreation Facility Implementation Plan as an appendix to 
Vista 2020.  This Facility Implementation Plan is the master plan for the City’s shared-
use pathway system. 

 
In 2001, the City’s Parks and Leisure Department sponsored an Ad Hoc Committee that 
solicited the opinions of the public regarding the shared-use path system.  The 
committee compiled the responses and made recommendations.  These 
recommendations ranged from design criteria for intersections, signage and striping, 
drainage considerations, ADA compliant accessibility and prioritization of segment 
construction.

• Describe why the project is an enhancement and how it relates to the transportation 

infrastructure of the community, region and / or state.    
 

The City of Sierra Vista has a long-term plan, Vista 2020, for the development of a 
citywide transportation system. Shared-use paths serve as an alternate mode of 
transportation and are an integral part of that system. This segment of shared-use 
path is also on the City’s adopted Strategic Plan “Our Future Vistas.”  The addition 
of this section of pathway would extend the existing pathway awarded in 
application cycle no. 8 that currently terminates at Avenida Cochise.  The City has 
already constructed a portion of the segment between Avenida Cochise and 7th 
Street. 

 
• Describe how this project will benefit the community and improve existing conditions.   

 
The existing paths are used for running; cycling; walking; skating; commuting to 
work and school; and serve alternate modes of transportation for shopping and 
leisure activities. 
 
The paths are well removed from the traveled lanes of the adjacent roads.  Further 
physical separation is provided by the landscape buffer zone.  The shared-use path 
provides a safe mode of transportation for users that need this physical separation 
from busy traffic.  Youngsters, the disabled, and the elderly have a greater freedom 
of movement on shared-use paths than on sidewalks
