CITY OF WILLCOX'S SUMMARY OF PROJECT:

e The City of Willcox is requesting $940,340 on Phase | for Rex
Allen Drive, Haskell Avenue Sidewalk Safety Program. This is
to construct concrete sidewalks on both sides of Rex Allen
Drive from Bisbee Avenue east to Haskell Avenue. Curb and
gutters will be demolished and reconstructed where needed
because of buckling and broken curbs which are a hazard for
traveling motorists. Rex Allen Drive is on ADOT right-of-way.

e No property is to be purchased being that Rex Allen Drive is on
ADOT right-of-way.

e Phase | is 9,610 linear feet by four feet wide for both sides.
Approximately 2,500 linear feet of curb and gutter to be
demolished and reconstructed. Approximately 600 linear feet
of handrails to be removed and replaced.

e Project to begin on milepost 326.57 and end on milepost
327.48

e The project will be built to accommodate pedestrians to walk on
the sidewalk instead of the shoulder of the road. This will also
give school children a safe route to school. Residents will be
able to walk safely on the sidewalks to and from businesses
and medical facilities in the area. People with special needs
and wheel chairs will no longer have to walk on the shoulders of
Rex Allen Drive due to buckled sidewalks.

e This is Rex Allen Drive, Haskell Avenue Sidewalk Safety
Project Phase I.

e Many community members attended the council meetings where sidewalk
improvement projects were discussed. As aresult, the city council has
provided direction to staff to pursue state projects to enhance pedestrian
safety, and beautification along Haskell Avenue from Rex Allen Drive south
to Downen Street on both sides.

ADOT
and the City of Willcox will work with the business owners to ensure
access to their businesses during construction.

1. Why is this an enhancement project and how it relates to the transportation infrastructure of
the community, region and/or state.

By reconstructing the sidewalks, constructing ADA ramps, the residents of Willcox will
have a safer place to walk. This project will enhance the beautification of our city.

We also submitted a Round 18 Local Sidewalk Enhancement Project for Arizona
Avenue, which if funded, will complete connectivity with Haskell Avenue, Rex Allen
Drive and Arizona Avenue.

2. Describe how this project will benefit the community and improve existing conditions.

Residents of Willcox are propelled to use the shoulder of these roads because of a lack
of ADA ramps, and buckled and deteriorating sidewalks. Many of these residents are
mothers with strollers, wheelchair users and special needs scooter users.

The speed limit along this section is 35 miles an hour. As a result of pedestrians
utilizing the same space and traffic, this is a serious road hazard for the driving
motorists as well as members of our community.

Installing new sidewalks and ADA compliant ramps will encourage our residents to
walk to the surrounding businesses in a safe environment.



3. Why should this project be funded

Residents, to include the elderly with mobility issues, and school children will benefit
from this project being funded. Willcox residents will no longer share the roadway with
vehicular traffic.

At present, residents are not able to utilize the existing deteriorating and buckling
sidewalks. This project will create a safer route to businesses for pedestrians, and the
landscaping will enhance the entrance the route through Willcox.
