e Safety is of primary importance. For local residents to access any of the businesses
on or adjacent to Fremont/Sumner Street they must navigate, what are for the most
part, dirt paths.

e Along with greatly improving safety, this project will visually enhance the aesthetic
nature of the roadway, which as it is, has no appeal what so ever.

Describe how this project will benefit the community and improve existing conditions.

e Most of these paths are quite narrow and rough. It is especially difficult for our
elderly residents, wheelchair users and people pushing a baby stroller. We also
have a substantial special needs population in this area of the city.

e Itis common to see pedestrians walking in the roadway to the Laundromat, Circle K
store, or other businesses. Children on bicycles also ride in the roadway. With the
large amount of traffic on SR 80, this is a very hazardous situation, especially in the
evening hours.

Why should this project be funded?

e This project should be funded for all the above reasons, but there is another
consideration. Tombstone is a world recognized National Landmark. Visitors from
all over the U.S.A. and the world come here to experience the magic that is the old
American west. This project will provide safe access for our residents, and those
visiting our historic town.

e This project will be an extension of our TE Round 15 Project, thereby keeping the
theme of beautifying our historic Fremont/Sumner St. through town.
