Minutes of the January 24th TAC meeting
Mr. Porter opened the meeting at approximately 10:05 a.m. and introductions were made. 

The following persons were in attendance (see roster)

Mr. Porter asked for approval of the minutes for the October 18th minutes.  Mr. Bryce pointed out that the minutes in section #9 referred to a “STATS” when it should be a “SATS.”   Rich told the TAC that this was a test, and Mr. Bryce passed.  The minutes were approved as amended. (Motion by Mr. Bryce, second by Mr. Heath Brown)

Election of Officers. – Mr. Porter told that TAC that it was time to elect or re-elect officers for the TAC.  He further stated that he would be willing to serve as chair for another year.  Mr. Dooley, the current Vice-chair was not in attendance, but his representative, Ms. Noreiga stated that since he was not there he deserved to be re-elected as vice chair.  It was moved and approved by unanimous consent to re=elect the current slate of officers.  (Motion: Mr. Ronnerud, second, Mr. Swartz)

 SEAGO Ledger Balances:  Rich went over the enclosed Ledger balances and pointed out that in order to construct Charleston Road SEAGO needed to borrow additional funding.  Rich also pointed out that he was going to try to find a source for even more money in order to pay back money used to build Arizona Street in Bisbee.  The Ledger balances were approved unanimously. (Motion Mr. Porter, Second Mr. Altier)
Rich then went over the latest TIP amendment.  The TAC recommended approval of the TIP amendment unanimously. (Motion Mr. Ronnerud, second Mr. Swartz)

Lastly Rich went over the information items on the agenda.  There were no questions on Transit, ROW Training, DES Census Data, the Web Pages and the Rural Transportation Summit update.  

Mr. David gave an update on the BQAZ, and provided a list of the “District’s Critical Needs.”  Rich said he was going to provide this list to the Administrative Council and the Executive Board.  He also had receive a list of Critical needs form Santa Cruz County, but didn’t have them with him.   He asked the TAC to look over the list of Critical needs and see if there were any “LOCAL” projects that they felt needed to be included. 

The District Engineer representative gave an update on the Safford District – no rep was available from the Tucson District.

Representatives went over the status of their local projects, with help from Rich when they forgot their projects.
